This website was developed before I was aware that NASA had published the portal affinity kit with templates.  http://www.hq.nasa.gov/pao/portal/. The look and feel is the same with the exception of a table for navigation instead of images. The table is also set at 760 pixels instead of 750. At the time of development it was not made compatible to be placed into the NASA portal. It will still be on an independent server for a while.
It was developed using Homesite 5.0 and Photoshop CS.
All pages are developed as .shtml with include files. Two include files are linked on each page – header.html and footer.html. Each sub directory folder will need to contain its own header and footer files in the folder. (include files do not seem to work when placed in another directory)
Header.html contains the title tag and main top level navigation links. Instead of 2 images for rollover color change, I used a javascript rollover on the table cell background color.

Footer.html contains a ‘last modified’ script that will display the date and time the page was last posted to the server. This script will not work on a regular .html page. 

Cascading style sheets were used, including some of the styles established by NASA HQ. 
The scripts.js file contains 3 funtions: one for rollover images, one for the table cell background color rollover change and one for opening up a new window.
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
